Built for the rigors of the road and the demands of the studio, the Freestyle version offers Toca’s cutting-edge durability without sacrificing tone. Featuring a seamless synthetic shell, these drums are lightweight and weather-resistant, making them ideal for stage use and drum circles. They are equipped with low-stretch Alpine rope with braided cores to ensure stable tuning, rich bass tones, and piercingly sharp rim shots. For added stability during energetic performances, a non-slip rubber bottom keeps the drum secure. These models are available in 10-inch, 12-inch, and 14-inch head sizes.
